Approval of Agenda: Motion was made by Patricia Williams to accept the agenda as written.  Motion seconded by  DeAnn Barr and passed unanimously.

Correspondence and Communications: 
· The Derby Gardening Club gave the library a donation to purchase gardening videos.

· SCKLS gave an honorarium for use of the Community Room.

Director’s Report: 
· The Gaming Tournament held in November was the first of its kind and had 12 participants.
· Public Access Computers now have sound.  Patrons must use ear buds to utilize the sound.  If they do not have ear buds with them, they are available for purchase at the Circulation Desk.

· Gaming is being added to the library collections.  Games will be available in three platforms, Xbox, Playstation, and Wii, by the end of the year.  The check-out period for items is 1 week.

· The shelving rearrangement went very smoothly.  Patrons have been complimentary of the change.

· Fax Service is up and running.

· Notary Stamps have arrived.  Paperwork is being submitted to the State of Kansas.  Once licenses are approved, Notary Service will be free of charge to library patrons.

· Derby Library is preparing for Ebook availability which will go live on December 5th.  Overdrive Advantage has been purchased to provide Econtent solely for use by Derby Library patrons.

· The two open job postings will close tonight.

Committee/Special Reports

Arts Council: 
· “Who Knew?” will be hung in the Community Room and Gathering Space in November and December.  The art is from Derby High School and Rose Hill High School students. The Art Reception is scheduled for November 17th.  Refreshments include pizza which is being donated by Wheat State Pizza.
